Championship Classes

- All-Wheel Drive (AWD)
- Two-Wheel Drive (2WD)
- Pre-Modern All-Wheel Drive (Pre-Mod AWD)

The Pre-Mod AWD class will include all all-wheel drive cars that preceded the latest models
such as Mitsubishi Lancer Evolution from its inception or Subaru Impreza from its inception.
Drivers of these cars will designate at their option one of the two AWD classes.

The winners in the three classes will be known as the 2008 New York Rally AWD
Champion, the 2008 New York Rally 2WD Champion and the 2008 New York Rally Pre-Mod AWD
Champion. There will be separate Championships for Drivers and Co-drivers in each class.
