Areas supervised by trained Safety Marshals and equipped with emergency
radio communications and other emergency services. The access to each
Spectator Area is along a separate access road and not over the Special Stage
road. Spectators are prohibited from entering and walking along the Special
Stage road. For your safety, please obey the instructions of Safety Marshals in
the Spectator Areas.

Please drive safely and obey speed limits
